Proceeds from the ninth annual
Midwinter Meltdown this week-
end will benefit SERVE Inc. of
Manassas. The event, sponsored
by Parrotheads of the Old Do-
minion and the Pirates of the Po-
tomac, will be at the BestWestern-
Battlefield.

The 2011 edition of the Melt-
down will feature nine musical
acts from around the country, in-
cluding two new ones.

The event is a renowned three-
day music festival (Friday, Sat-
urday and Sunday) and tropi-
cal-themed party to fend off the
winter blues while raising money

for a local charity.

The program will high-
light Gen. Thomas J.
“Stonewall” Jackson.

On Sunday, July 21,
1861 Jackson’s life forever
changed.

The little-known pro-
fessor of artillery at Vir-
ginia Military Institute
received an immortal
nickname and would
brand his memory onto
the pages of Southern
history as “Stonewall
Jackson.”

Historian Scott H. Har-
ris, director of the New
Market Battlefield State
Historical Park, will ex-
plore the life of Jackson
on Thursday up to and
including the events
of that fateful summer
day.

Admission to the lec-
ture is free, but donations
to support PrinceWilliam
County’s preservation ef-
forts are appreciated.

The courthouse is at
9248 Lee Ave., Manassas.

Wal-Mart battle
heads to court

RICHMOND — Civil
War history will be played
out in a rural Virginia
courtroom this week
when Wal-Mart Stores
Inc. defends a planned
store near a hallowed site
where Robert E. Lee and
Ulysses S. Grant first met
on the field of battle in
1864.

The trial in Orange
County Circuit Court pits
preservationists and resi-
dents against the world’s
largest retailer and the lo-
cal officials who approved
the Supercenter.

The store is planned
near the Wilderness Bat-
tlefield about 60 miles
southwest of Washington.

Both sides are scheduled
to argue motions Tuesday.
