The Manassas City Public
SchoolsSchoolBoardislook-
ing to borrow cheap money
from the Virginia Depart-
ment of Education.

The board voted Tuesday
to allow Superintendent Gail
Pope to apply for a Qualified
School Construction Bond
for $14.8 million to make re-
pairs to four city schools.

A new roof at Metz Middle
will cost about $8.7 million.
Roofing and heating and air
conditioning repairs at
Round Elementary would
cost $3.6 million, while Hay-
den Elementary School roof

repairswouldcost$1million.
Mechanical systems repairs
at Osbourn High School
would cost $1.5 million.

School Board Vice Chair-
man Arthur P. Bushnell said
borrowing from the depart-
ment of education would be
cheaper than going to com-
mercial markets by about
$700,000 a year.

“Wewoulddothisbecause
the $14.8 million we would
get ... would be an immedi-
ate improvement for us, and
the debt service on that
amountwouldbe$300,000a
year for the next five years,”
Bushnell told board mem-
bers Tuesday.

The money for the bond

allocation program comes
from the American Recovery
and Reinvestment Act.

Virginiahas$229.5million
to loan, according to school
board documents.

Bushnell said there is no
guarantee that the school
board will get the allocation
from the state, but it was
worth a try.

“It seems to me to be a
possibility that allows us to
do much more with the lim-
ited dollars we have,” Bush-
nell said.

Chairman Scott M. Al-
brecht said the school board
is already scheduled to bor-
row $13.5 million in fiscal
2013.

“All of these items are
presentlyinourschoolboard
CIP [capital improvements
projects],” he said.

Bushnell said it would be
good to try and get the
cheapermoneynowbecause
intwoyearstheschoolboard
mightnothavethe$1million
a year to pay down the debt
it would incur from borrow-
ing money from commercial
markets.

The school board has to
get authorization from the
ManassasCityCouncil toap-
ply for the allocation.
