Scouts host food drive for area families in need

Beginning Saturday, Cub
Scouts and Boy Scouts
from the Occoquan District
and leaders of the National
Capital Area Council will
invade neighborhoods of
Prince William County in
search of food for Scouting
for Food.

The service project’s mis-
sion is for Scouts to collect
food for families requiring
assistance within their lo-
cal communities.

This year, the Scouts plan
to deliver empty grocery
bags to neighborhood
homes Saturday and collect
food Nov. 13.

In PrinceWilliam County,
Scouts collect food on be-
half of homeless shelters
and community-based or-
ganizations to help the
needy, such as Action in

Community Through Ser-
vice and Feed Me Ministries.

Over the past several
food drives, Scouts have

collected thousands of
pounds of non-perishable
food.

Founded in 1988, the

Scouting for Food project is
scouting’s “Good Turn” to
the community.

The Boy Scouts are

responding to the ever in-
creasing demand for basic
needs in the county. Scouts
help shelters keep their
shelves stocked with non-
perishable food which goes
a long way to meeting the
emergency food require-
ments of our local agencies
throughout the year.

To fill this growing de-
mand, the scouts will at-
tempt to canvass nearly
120,000 homes this year.
They urge residents to fill a
grocery bag and leave it for
the Scouts.

ACTS is a community or-
ganization based in Dum-
fries whose mission is to
alleviate hunger, homeless-
ness, and domestic vio-
lence, and to help people
achieve self-support in the
Prince William Area.

The Scouting for Food
program is critical to en-
able ACTS to provide food
for those in need in the
community.

Feed Me Ministries is a

faith-based organization in
Woodbridge.

In Eastern PrinceWilliam
County, Scouting serves ap-
proximately 2,200 youth
through 86 units chartered
to local organizations and
led by more than 1,200 vol-
unteers. Last year Scouts
collected more than 33,000
pounds of food in eastern
Prince William County.

The Occoquan District
and the National Capital
Area Council thank Safe-
way for providing the bags
used in the Scouting for
Food drive. They also thank
Appliance Connection in
Woodbridge for providing
the trucks to haul the food
collected and Professional
Collision Center in Wood-
bridge for its continued
support.

The Hylton Performing Arts Center in
Manassas kicks off the holiday season at
8 p.m. Dec. 3 with an exciting
performance by five-man a cappella
powerhouse Rockapella.

The talent and infectious energy of
rockapella, along with its jazzy “vocal per-
cussion” and catchy blend of soul, rock,
R&B and jazz have made the group a fa-
vorite among young and old alike.

Rockapella makes its first appearance
at the Center with “A Rockapella Holiday”
in the Merchant Hall.

The spirited program features classics
such as “Angels We Have Heard on High”
and “Rudolph the Red-Nosed Reindeer,”
as well as popular new pieces such as “Lit-
tle Mary Snowflake,’ a funky new version
of “The Dreidel Song’ and “Matunda Ya

Kwanzaa,” an original composition hon-
oring the celebration of African culture.

Rockapella quickly became a house-
hold name when the group wrote,
recorded and performed the theme song
for the PBS television show “Where in the
World is Carmen Sandiego?”

Rockapella wrote and performed orig-
inal music on the show from 1990-95, en-
tertaining 10 million viewers per week
with in seamless harmonies and witty
lyrics.

They have performed extensively on
broadcast television, including “The
Tonight Show” with Jay Leno, NBC’s “The
Today Show’ with Matt Lauer; the Mac’s
Thanksgiving Day Parade on NBC, CBS’s
“The Early Show,” CBS’s Orange Bowl Pa-
rade and Fox News.
