in Occoquan closes this week, an-
other is set to open soon.

Jewell Pratt Burns’ show “Sea-
sons Change,” original paintings
inspired by the beauty of land-
scapes, runs through Oct. 31.

Burns’ work is inspired by her
love of nature, in particular birds
and waterfowl. She combines re-
alism and impressionism to por-
tray her work in paintings and
monotypes, using alkyd and oils
on canvas and paper.

She has studied with local artists
and is a member of The Loft
Gallery,The PrinceWilliam Art So-
ciety and The Art League at the
Torpedo Factory in Alexandria.

In 2008, the Prince William Art
Society awarded the Jewell Pratt
Burns Scholarship in honor of her
many years of service. She is one
of the original members of the
Woodbridge Art Guild.Two Prince
William County high school sen-
iors majoring in art were selected
and presented with a scholarship
of $1,000 each. This award has
continued for the third year in

2010.

Her work is
also exhibited at The Pear Tree in
Spotsylvania.

“Dear to My Heart: Paintings by

Dec. 4, features Ukele’s“feel good”
pastel paintings of animals,
wildlife and landscapes.

A meet-the-artist reception is
from 1 to 4 p.m., Nov. 6.

Ukele’s style shows a creative

flair for color, high contrast and de-
tail as she depicts subjects with a
personal emotional appeal.

Ukele was born in Washington,
D.C., and has lived in Clifton since
early childhood.

She has studied and shown her
work at Northern Virginia Com-
munity College, the Alexandria Art
League and the LortonWorkhouse
Art Center.
